Dear Kinship Providers and Allies,

A wonderful opportunity is available for relative caregivers, (60+) and children in their care.  Through funding from Aging and Independent Services, relative caregivers will be able to access meaningful respite opportunities for themselves and high quality enrichment activities for their children. YMCA Kinship Support Services (KSSP) will assist caregivers in accessing respite by providing financial assistance to send kinship children to overnight camp, day camp, and related activities, affording the caregivers quality time to rest and recharge.  We can also assist caregiver in identifying available camp programs.

Who:      Any kinship caregiver, 60 years or older

What:     Relatives can access funds to send children to camp or other activity that 

     provides the caregiver with quality respite.

When:     Registration for activities is flexible.

Where:    Respite services are available to 60+ caregivers anywhere in San 

                Diego County. 

How:      Caregivers should identify a camp, day camp, or other activity for

                children that will create respite for them and contact their local kinship

                provider, who in turn will contact Annie Moore at YMCA Kinship

                Support Services Program, to facilitate payment for activity. (Caregiver   

                may contact Annie Moore directly, however, it will be much more 

                efficient if local kinship providers assist in coordination for their region.)
