April – October 2001 Goal Accomplishments





Blackout Response Action Group


Coordinated the first community meeting of Disaster Planning Agencies regarding heat and blackout response needs.


In June, held a Blackout Response Educational Forum, the following subjects were addressed:


Safety Tips for Energy Emergencies


The County’s establishment of Cool Zones


Medical information regarding warning signs of health problems & treatment


Ways to reduce energy consumption and energy assistance


Consumer Fraud Issues


The above planning forum served as a genesis for individual community planning forums; i.e. Alpine and Lemon Grove.


Developed community planning guide for blackout planning and heat stress reaction.


Utilized local experience to make significant contributions to a Commission on Aging Report “Impact of Energy Crisis on Senior Citizens” which was forwarded to the Governor in July 2001.


In September, sent a letter to the Public Utilities Commission requesting adherence to policies that consider the plight of fixed income ratepayers.





Flu Shot Funding Action Group


Notified ECAN and other community groups/agencies the Legislation’s intent to only “funds the same financial amount as last year”, which because of higher flu vaccine costs, would leave San Diego County short of needed flu shots that are essential for seniors & people with high medical risks.


Mailed letters to the legislator requesting the same number of flu shots, as last year, be provided to San Diego County.


Advocated with the C.H.I.P Flu Committee. 


Educated and advocated with the East County Commissions on Aging.


Advocated with a Supervisor, County of San Diego.


Legislator authorized the full amount of flu vaccine.


Flu shots for seniors and those at high risk will be available in November.





Needs Assessment Action Group


Gathered surveys and needs assessments completed in the past five years, included documents from Grossmont, East County Health Families Initiative 1998, United Way HCI 1999 & 2000, Survey of Older Americans 2000, Regional Center Needs Assessment 2000-2001, December 1998 Aging Summit and 2000 Aging Summit.


Identified those services indicated to be “areas of needs” in each document.


Summarized the information.


At October 17, 2001 ECAN meeting, present report and recommendations.
