BUDGET NARRATIVE

A&D PREVENTION COORDINATOR (.25 FTE):
The Coos County Prevention Coordinator is responsible for the overall
management/administration of the A&D Prevention Program. Major tasks
include supervision of programs, developing and maintaining program budgets,
ensuring that programs are aligned with grant goals and objectives as well as
state goals and objectives, assisting in program development, implementation,
and monitoring, and all federal and/or state reporting.

PERSONNEL CONTRACT:

Coos County will contract with Adapt for the Prevention Specialist to provide a
prevention program to Juvenile Detention, Boys & Girls Ranch and Court School
youth. This person will also provide Girls, Inc. to two after school programs and
other duties as assigned.

TRA VEL & TRAINING:

In State - Funds are dedicated for the A&D Prevention Specialist to attend two
DHS sponsored meetings per year and other training/education as appropriate.

PROGRAMS:

Underage Drinking Campaign: Funds will be directed at the media and
underage drinking activities in each of the communities

Youth Summit: Funds will be used for the Youth Summit, either high school or
middle school.

Project Graduation funding will be provided to the 6 school districts for their
alcohol and drug free graduation parties.

SUBCONTRACTS:

Currently there are 5 "Together" groups: Bandon, Bay Area, Coquille, Myrtle
Point and Powers. Grant funds will be made available for local programs in their
communities. Each program will be eligible for $2,000 per year for the purpose
of implementing ATOD prevention activities in their communities, pending
approval of their respective grant applications. Any community coalition not
meeting the specified requirements of the current year's assurances and/or not
meeting guidelines of the grant applications will not be awarded funds. Their
funding will either be retained by Coos County Mental Health for the purchase of
program supplies or made available to other TOGETHER coalitions in the form of
supplemental funds for special projects.
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Adapt - We will provide funding for a Prevention Specialist to provide prevention
education services to Juvenile Detention and then Belloni Shelter Homes (boys
and girls). These services will be "indicated" since these youth are not
diagnosed as needing treatment. Also as a part of this position the specialist will
lead the "PEERsuasion" program to the girls in Bandon and Coquille school
districts. As time and opportunity arise this program may be expanded. Adapt
personnel will work with the Coos County Alcohol and Drug Program Manager to
provide other services as appropriate, i.e. work the community coalitions or on
special projects.

The criteria for consideration for
participation in the Mental Health
Court are:

o An individual with an apparent
mental health issue who has
allegedly committed misdemeanor
offenses.

o Based on community protection
and identified mental health
treatment needs, the District
Attorney may consider non-person
Class B or C Felony cases for
inclusion in the Mental Health
Court.

o Individuals considered for the
program must have a primary
diagnosis of mental illness. An
individual may also have a co­
occurring substance abuse
issue.

o Potential participants will be
assessed by the Mental Health

• To reduce the burden on police
officers, probation officers, mental
health case workers and
treatment providers by providing
intensive case planning, and
ongoing court oversight of the
individuals taking part in the
Mental Health Court.

The Coos County Mental Health
Court is a cooperative effort
between local law enforcement
agencies, Coos County Mental
Health, Coos County Community
Corrections, the Coos County
District Attorney, Southwestern
Oregon Public Defender, and the
Coos Circuit Court to better serve
the needs of the community and of
the mentally ill offenders who
routinely come in contact with the
criminal justice system primarily
due to their mental health issue(s).
The caseload for this court will not

exceed 24 individuals at any given
time. The Mental Health Court will
offer individuals the opportunity to
have their case dismissed through
deferred sentencing if they
successfully complete the program
implemented in cooperation with
the Court Team.
